Converting Your MS Word or PowerPoint Presentation to a (Adobe) PDF File
 

Some of you may want to convert your Word or PowerPoint files to PDF.  While this makes it more difficult to modify a document…it does not prevent it.  As fast as software is created to protect documents from being altered or copied, other software is being created to do just that.

Below are the two files that need to be installed in order to create PDF files free of charge. Unfortunately the free version displays advertisements while the PDF file is created.  Once the two programs are installed, open your MS Word or PowerPoint presentation and select File then Print and select the PFD995 printer.  Click OK and you will be prompted to enter a file name for the document being converted.  Please note the location/directory of the file you are converting to a PDF.
 

Any documents converted to PDF will loose all animation, video and other enhancements.
