· Three new Phase 3 procedure codes have been added to aid in documenting patient status:

D0170.5
Pre-Prosth Audit

D0170.6
Case Complete—Simple 

D0170.7
Case Complete—Complex 

· The number of ‘ZSELECTONE’ codes has been greatly reduced by assigning default disciplines to most ADA procedures.

· The Grade Card now has a field for entering the clinic session (am or pm).  In the ‘Period’ field the user can select 1 for am or 2 for pm (if no selection is made the session will default to 1/am).

· A student grade report is now available on the Custom tab of the Info Manager.  Separate instructions for running the ‘Student Summary Grade Report’ will be distributed to students.  
· The system now differentiates between a treatment that has been deleted and a treatment that has moved from one status to the next (this so-called ‘strikeout’ occurs, for example, when a planned treatment is put in-process).  Previously, both deleted treatments and strikeouts were displayed in the Chart and History as ‘crossed out’ black text (e.g., ‘D2150 1 Surface amalgam’).  Now, deleted treatments are displayed as ‘crossed out’ gray text (e.g., ‘D2150 1 Surface amalgam’).  (In order to view deleted treatments and strikeouts you must set the appropriate options by clicking the ‘Settings’ button in the Chart/History).

· The Patient History screen now shows the patient’s next scheduled visit(s).  This information is displayed in green text at the end of the treatment history list.

· Billing of steps for patients with insurance—it is now possible to bill the patient portion of ‘split fee’ procedure steps as they are completed.  Previously, if a patient had insurance, charges could not be billed until the entire procedure was completed.

· Users can no longer bring up the Checkout screen by double-clicking in the checkbox in front of the patient's name on the Active Pad of the Rolodex.  Instead this function has been replaced by a right-click option:  the user right-clicks on the patient's name, then selects 'Approve/Check Out' to open the Checkout screen.  (Note: the Checkout screen can still be opened by 'swiping' in the patient's Chart or History).
· On 'stepped' procedures, a warning message now appears if the user attempts to edit a procedure for which there are previous steps that have not been approved & graded.  For example, if Step 1 has been completed but has not been approved, and at some later date the user tries to change the status of Step 2 to 'C'omplete, a warning message will appear.  The message asks if the user wishes to continue; undergraduate students will have no option but to click 'No'.  In this example the student would need to get Step 1 approved & graded, then return to the Chart/History and complete Step 2.
· On 'stepped' procedures, the capability of the user to mistakenly change the status from ‘P’lanned to ‘I’n-process has been disabled.  Now steps can only be changed from ‘P’lanned to ‘C’omplete.
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
