What does a Blocked Assessment in Questionmark mean?
You have already seen a blocked assessment in QM.  The first block is usually a set of questions and the second block is usually your Judicial Policy.

You can go back and forth within a block, change answers, flag a question, etc.  To move to the next block you have to click on the submit button.  Once you click on the submit button you cannot go back to a previous block.

Some assessments might have more than just 2 blocks.  These blocks might have the basic multiple choice, true/false, yes/no types of question or they might have a different style.  One of them provides you with content and based on that content you will be asked to answer questions. In this case, you can go back and forth between the written material, e.g. case or abstract, and the questions pertaining to the case or abstract. 

In ALL cases, clicking SUBMIT means YOU ARE FINISHED WITH A BLOCK OF QUSTIONS AND CANNOT GO BACK TO THE BLOCK YOU HAVE SUBMITTED.  So do not submit a block of questions unless you are finished reviewing your questions and making your final changes.
NOTE:  Except for the Judicial Policy, all the blocks are included in the timed assessment.
